Doom scrolling is when a person gets stuck in a continuous cycle of scrolling the internet and
reading negative news online. This can vastly impact a person's mental and physical health as |
lead to increased anxiety and lack of sleep due to screaa.tsocial media, negativity bias, and
fear of missing out (FOMO) all encourage doom scrolling and reinforce bad habits increasing: s
anxiety, and bad moods. Setting screen time limits, coming off your phone before bed and cura
positive social feds can all help prevent getting stuck in the cycle of doom scrolling.

Information

The Supreme Court has clarified the law on unauthorised leave, including holidays, during term
time (Platt v Isle of Wright 2017). The Supreme Court has made clear that attending school

As such, the parents of any child who is absent from school without authorisation for any length
time are likely to be considered as committing an offence under s444 of the Education Act 199¢€

The law states a leave of absence may only be grangesddzhool if an application is made in
advance and if it considers there are exceptional circumstances relating to the application.
Schoolsnustjudgeeachapplicationindividuallyconsideringhe specificfactsand circumstances
and relevant backgroundatext behind each request.

A leaveof absencds grantedentirelyatthe & O K 2d&drefian.Generallyaneedor desirefor a
holiday or other absence for the purpose of leisure and recreation would not constitute an
exceptional circumstance. Whereeale of absence is granted, the school will determine the
number of days a pupil can be absent from school.

When making an application for Leave of Absence parents are advised to give sufficient
Information and time to allow the Head teacher the opportiyrtio consider all the exceptional
circumstancesindto notify parentsof their decision.Theschoolmayalsorequestfurther

Information on the application and supporting documentation where appropriate.

It is advised that if the resident parent has not received notification or a response regarding the
leaveof absenceapplication,it isthe LI NJrg/spoasibilityto ascertainif the leaveis authorised
prior to the start of the leave.

Where applications for leave of absence are made in advance and refused, the child is expecte
be in school on the dates set out in the application. If the child is absent during that period, it wil
be recordedasanunauthorisedabsenceWherealeaveof absencasrequested,but additionaldays
taken either prior to or after the request may be considered as part of the leave of absence.
