Anything that is preparing pupils for your examinations

The total number of ‘Passport to Prom’ merits at the end of the initiative will be totalled and
the top 5 will win a free leavers hoodie.

Tickets will be £35.00 and are non-refundable. A valid ticket will be needed to gain entry to
the event. We reserve the right to prevent attendance at the Prom of any pupil whose
behaviour does not meet our high expectations.

We also reserve the right to refuse entry or remove any pupil during the event whose
behaviour does not meet the standards required of pupils at the school.
