We are proud to announce the details of our educational school trip to Belgium. The company we 
have chosen is Rayburn Tours, an educational travel company renowned for their health and safety 
record, and for providing enjoyable, educational and safe school trips.

2026 at the latest. Due to the number restrictions on this trip, places will be reserved on a first-
come-first-served basis. Please note: Deposits, where charged, are none refundable. Payments will 
need to be made via Arbor Payments.
